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HUGO McCLOUD.

Born in 1980 and currently living in Brooklyn, New York, Hugo McCloud starts his journey by utilizing an alchemical approach. Hugo McCloud directs his focus to scraps, un-developed and recovered resources. Using discarded items he incorporates a chemical oxidation process, manipulating overlooked materials such as copper sheets, wire clothes, and tarpaper which are usually out of their prime or in unusable shape to allow these materials to spark a dynamic dialogue between the viewers and objects. Hugo has a way of shifting the focus of beauty to all that is decomposing, bringing beauty to imperfections. “I love the contrast between the refined and the unrefined of materials and my real focus in design, no matter what it is, it is to find beauty in the things overlooked” says McCloud. A self- taught artist, Hugo McCloud sources many of his tools and materials from ordinary items used in construction. McCloud’s design and construction background, combined with his urban architectural influences of squatter camps, shanties, barrios and natural decay, has helped to create his own distinct and unique artistic vocabulary.
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
